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PREAMBLE

Through the use of the funeral rites it has been the prac-
tice of the Church not simply to commend the dead to
God but also to raise high the hope of Its people and to
give witness to Its own faith in the future resurrection of
the baptized with Christ,

In the face of death, the Roman Catholic Church confi-
dently proclaims that God has created each person for
elernal life. The mystery of the Lord’s death and resur-
rection gives power to all of the Church’s activity.

At the death of a christian, whose life of faith was begun
in the waters of Baptism and strengthened at the Eucha-
ristic table, the Church intercedes on behalf of the de-
ceased because of It's confident belief that death is not
the end nor does it break the bonds forged in life.

Ever since Christ’s body was reverently laid in the tomb
to await Resurrection, Christians have respected and
honored the bodies of the dead and the places where
they rest. As a further seal and symbol of that faith the
Church sets apart and solemnly blesses the place in which
the bodies of Her faithful departed await the day of Res-
urrection,

To insure the sacred character of 5t. Joseph Cemetery
Association, in the Archdiocese of Cincinnati, in accord
with the mind and traditional practice of the Roman
Catholic Church and to establish and maintain good or-
der, the following rules and regulations are in effect,
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For the mutual protection and benefit of the lot holders
and of St. Joseph Cemetery Association, the following
Rules and Regulations for Cemetery operation have been
adopted. All lot holders and visitors, lots and crypts, shall
be subject to these Rules and Regulations and any such
amendments, alterations, or additions as shall be adopted
in the future by the Board of Trustees of St. Joseph Cem-
etery Association. The reference to these Rules and Regu-
lations in the Certificate of Burial Rights and/or Certifi-
cate of Entombment Rights shall have the same effect
as if set forth in full therein. All determinations as to
interpretation of these Rules and Regulations of St. Jo-
seph Cemetery Association shall be made by the Asso-

ciation and such determinations shall be final.
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ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

“Cemetery” as used herein, shall mean all properties
held and being used or to be used for interment or en-
tombment as well as all properties used for related pur-
poses such as roadways, walks and buildings.

“Grave” shall mean a space of ground in the cemetery
of sufficient size to bury the remains of one (1) deceased
person.

“Lot” shall include and apply to one or more than one

adjoining graves and the term “Crypt” shall include and
apply to one or more than one space for entombment.

“Interment” is the permanent disposition of the remains
of a deceased person by burial.

“Entombment™ shall mean the permanent disposition
of the remains of a deceased person in a mausoleum

crypt.

“Lot Owners™ are hereby defined as persons who have
purchased interment or entombment rights in the Cem-
elery,

“Memorial” shall include monuments, grave markers
or inscriptions on erypt fronts for one or more deceased
persons.

“Permanent Type Vase™ is defined as a lawn level vase

cast in concrete that will be upright when in use but
reversed and closed flush with the ground when not in
Use,



I). “Vault” shall mean an outer container of reinforced
concrete or steel used for the protection of the casket
and to eliminate problems that occur when the earth
settles after a grave is filled

J). “Management” is hereby defined as the person or per-
sons duly appointed by the Board of Trustees of St.
Joseph Cemetery Association for the purpose of con-
ducting and administrating the operations of 5t. Joseph
Cemetery Association.

ARTICLE II
ADMISSION TO CEMETERY

The Management reserves the right to refuse admission
to the Cemetery to any persons who are not there for the
sole purpose of burying the dead, visiting a grave or any
person or persons whom the Management may deem
ubjectionable to the best interests of the Cemetery.

A). HOURS: The cemetery shall be open during posted
hours, unless severe weather proves it unsafe to travel
on the roads in the Cemetery.

B). Persons not otherwise refused admission within the
Cemetery shall be invitees of the Cemetery to whom
the Management owe only a duty to maintain those
portions of the Cemetery open to visitors, in-
cluding portions used for travel, in a reasonably
safe condition.
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Persons within the Cemetery should exercise cau-
tion while walking over the grounds as circum-
stances beyond the control of the Management do
not always permit the maintenance of the land in
“perfect” condition.

Persons who for personal reasons go onto a portion
of the Cemetery not open to visitors, and persons
otherwise refused admission within the Cemetery
by the Management or its’ employees shall be con-
sidered trespassers, The Management shall owe no
duty to said trespassers to keep the property, or the
memorials thereon, in a reasonable safe condition,
Trespassers will be prosecuted to the fullest extent
of the law.

Children under fifteen (15) years of age are not per-
mitted within the Cemetery unless accompanied by
an adult,

VEHICLES: Vehicles should proceed slowly and
quietly within the Cemetery at no time to exceed 20
miles per hour. No vehicle may pass a funeral pro-
cession. Vehicles are not permitted to back up or
turn around on roads within the Cemetery, except at
the proper intersections, It is prohibited to park or
leave any motor vehicle on any road or driveway
within the Cemetery at a location or in a position as
to prevent any other vehicle from passing, and if so
parked or abandoned, the Management may remove
the vehicle at the owner’s expense. No vehicle, or
any part of a vehicle, may be parked on the turf at
any time. The Management reserves the right to
refuse admission to the Cemetery of bicycles or mo-
torcycles,
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ARTICLE III
CONDUCT IN THE CEMETERY

PERSONAL CONDUCT: Idling, loafing, loitering
or any boisterous demonstrations within the Cem-
etery or any of it’s buildings are prohibited.

LITTERING: Throwing of any litter on roads, drive-
ways, or any part of the grounds or in the buildings
is prohibited. Trash containers are placed through-
out the Cemetery for your convenience, but on holi-
days we may be unable to keep them from over-
flowing.

If you are visiting by automobile, please help us keep
the grounds clean by taking with you all paper,
boxes, etc. which you brought. Your co-operation
will be greatly appreciated.

DRUGS AND ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES: Non
prescription drugs and alcoholic beverages are not
permitted within the Cemetery.

FLOWERS AND SHRUBS: Planting, of any kind,
15 expressly prohibited. No one shall pick any flow-
ers, or break any branches, or remove, injure or cut
any tree, plant or shrub, for any reason.

PEDDLING OR SOLICITING: No one shall be
permitted to peddle flowers, plants, memorials, or
any other article or item, or to solicit the sale of any
commodity, or solicit signatures for any petitions
whatever within the Cemetery unless authorized in
writing by the Management and under its’ direct
supervision.
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SIGNS AND ADVERTISING: No signs, notices,
or advertising of any kind shall be allowed within
the Cemetery except those placed or allowed by the
Management.

THEFT AND VANDALISM: Removing or damag-
ing any property is expressly prohibited and viola-
tors will be prosecuted.

ANIMALS: Animals are not permitted in the Cem-
etery.

ARTICLE IV
INTERMENT / ENTOMBMENT PROCEDURE

. SUBJECT TO LAWS: In addition to being subject

to these Rules and Regulations, all burials within
the Cemetery are expressly made subject to the laws
and regulations of any governmental authority hav-
ing appropriate jurisdiction.

TIME AND CHANGES: All burials within the Cem-
etery must be made at the time, in the manner, and
upon receipt of such charges as fixed by the Man-
agement.

NOTICE: The Management reserves the right to
insist upon at least twenty-four (24) hours notice
prior to any burial or entombment within the Cem-
etery.



D). APPLICATION: The Management reserves the right
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to refuse burial in any grave except on written ap-
plication by the lot owner of record or other appro-
priate persons and filed in the office.

GRAVE FULLY PAID FOR: No burial shall be per-
mitted within the Cemetery and no rights shall be
acquired by the purchaser or purchasers of said right
of burial until such grave or crypt is fully paid for
under the terms embodied in the contract between
the purchaser and St. Joseph Cemetery Association
except by special written consent of the Manage-
ment.

Should the lot holder fail to carry out the terms of
the purchase agreement, the Management may de-
clare said agreement cancelled and all rights of the
purchaser in and to the lot forfeited. In the event of
such default the Management reserves, and shall
have, the right immediately or at any time thereaf-
ter, without notice, at its discretion, to remove o
single graves, to be chosen by the Management, each
of the remains then interred in said lot. The Man-
agement further, shall have the right to remove any
memorial that may have been placed on said lot.

ERRORS IN INSTRUCTIONS: The Management
shall not be responsible for any interment or entomb-
ment information or instructions given by telephone
or any mistake occurring from the want of proper
instructions as to the particular grave or crypt loca-
tion where an interment or entombment is to be
made. The Management reserves the right to make
an equitable charge whenever additional labor costs
result from such mistakes.
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NOTIFICATION: The Management shall not bhe
responsible for the failure of notification by the fu-
neral home or family that a burial is to take place.

CORRECTION OF ERRORS: The Management
reserves, and shall have, the right to correct any er-
rors that may be made by it either in making inter-
ments, disinterments, or in the description, transfer,
or conveyance of any interment or entombment
rights either by cancelling such conveyance and sub-
stituting and conveying in lieu thereof other inter-
ment or entombment rights of equal value and simi-
lar location. In the event any such error shall involve
the interment or entombment of the remains of any
person, the management reserves, and shall have,
the right to correct said error.

DELAY IN BURIAL: The Management shall not
be liable for any delay in the burial of the remains
of a deceased person in a grave or crypt where a
protest to such burial has been made, or where these
Rules and Regulations have not been fully complied
with, and further, S5t. Joseph Cemetery Association
reserves the right, under such circumstances, to place
the remains of the deceased in a receiving vault un-
til all rights have been determined. The Manage-
ment shall be under no duty to recognize any pro-
tests of burial rights unless they be in writing and
filed in the Cemetery office.

All funerals on reaching the Cemetery entrance
shall be under the supervision of the Management
and it"s employees. All burials shall be made only
by the Cemetery personnel. Equipment owned by
or under the control of the Management shall be
used exclusively in making all burials.
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IDENTIFICATION: The Management shall not be
liable for the burial permit or responsible for the
accuracy of the data contained in the permit or for
the identity of the person to be interred or entombed.
All caskets will be tagged with the last name of the
deceased, the location for interment or entombment,
and the type of outer container or vault,

FLORAL ARRANGEMENTS: The Management
assumes no respensibility for floral arrangements.
Only the casket spray will remain on the grave after
the interment is completed. The Management shall
not be liable for any flowers or floral containers
placed for the memorialization of a grave at any time
after the interment.

OPEN CASKETS: The casket may not be opened
at any time within the Cemetery without the express
permission and presence of the Management. The
Management reserves the right to refuse permission
to anyone to open the casket or to touch the body
without the consent of the legal representative of
the deceased or without a Court Order. In the event
necessity requires, the Management may take ap-
propriate steps to correct any improper conditions.
When it has been approved by the Management, a
casket may be opened ONLY by the funeral direc-
tor chosen by the family of the deceased.

CATHOLIC BURIAL: The Management reserves
the right to request evidence of eligibility for Catho-
lic burial according to the norms of Roman Catho-
lic Church Law.

CREMATION: Cremation is an acceptable form of
final disposition of human remains by the Catholic
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Church. No special permission from the church is
required. Cremated remains may be interred in a
grave or inurned in a columbarium, cremorial or
structure intended for that purpose,

BURIAL OF CREMATED REMAINS:

1) The interment of cremated remains inground is
restricted to no more than 2 cremated burials in
one adult grave, with only one standard single
size marker permitted.

2). Scattering of cremated remains anywhere on
cemetery grounds is contrary to ecclesiastical
rules and is strictly prohibited.

3). Only one cremated remain burial may take place
on top of a traditional casket burial, Proper per-
mission of the lot owner and/or the heirs of the
casketed deceased must be obtained before a cre-
mated remains burial will be allowed.

ARTICLE V
REMOVAL OF DECEASED REMAINS

A). GENERAL.:

1) When the removal of the remains of the deceased
from a grave or crypt within the Cemetery is re-
quested by the SPOUSE, the interested party
should consult the Management to be properly
advised of the removal procedure. The Spouse
shall complete the Application For Disinterment
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and shall state that the applicant is the surviving
spouse of the decedent, That the applicant is 18
years of age or older and of sound mind, the dis-
ease of which the decedent died, and the place at
which the remains shall be reinterred. The appli-
cation shall be subscribed and verified by oath.

2). A person who is 18 years of age or older and of
sound mind and who is not the surviving spouse
of the decedent involved may obtain a court or-
der under O.R.C. 517.24. This person includes,
but is not limited to, the person who assumed
financial responsibility for the funeral and burial
cxpenses of the decedent. Said person may ob-
tain a court order for the disinterment of the re-
mains of the decedent after filing an application
in the probate court of Hamilton county follow-
ing the rules prescribed in O.R.C. 517.24.

All removals shall be subject to charges set by
the Management.

SUBJECT TO LAWS: In addition to being subject
to these Rules and Regulations, all removals from
the Cemetery are expressly made subject to the laws
and regulations of any governmental authority hav-
ing appropriate jurisdiction. No disinterment shall
be made if the deceased died of a contagious or in-
tectious disease, until a permit has been issued by
the Board of Health of a general district or of a city
health district.

TIME AND CHARGES: All removals must be made
at the time, in the manner and upon receipt of such
charges as described within these Rules and Regu-
lations or otherwise fixed by the Management.
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NOTICE: The Management reserves the right to
perform the removals at the convenience of the
Management but within the time frame established
by the Ohio Revised Code and/or the Probate Court
Order.

CARE: The Management shall exercise reasonable
care in making a removal but it shall assume no li-
ability for damage to any vault, casket, or the re-
mains of the deceased incurred in making such re-
moval.

ARTICLE VI
LOT HOLDERS RIGHTS

RIGHT OF BURIAL ONLY: The lot holder does
not purchase property in fee, only a right of burial
therein. Not more than one (1) body, or the remains
of more than one (1) body shall be buried in one
grave or crypt unless that grave is fitted with a double
depth “lawn crypt” or a companion crypt. The only
exception shall be one casketed and one cremated
remains or two cremated remains in one grave,

INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS: All lots™ or crypts’ burial
rights purchased shall be presumed to be the sole
property of the person or persons named in the Cer-
tificate of Burial Rights or Certificate of Entomb-
ment Rights; provided however, that a spouse shall
have a vested right of burial of his or her remains in
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
